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1980 SONRASINDA TURKIYE’DE BILGI URETIMININ KURUMSAL DEGISIMi:
TEPAV ORNEGI

Bu calismada; Tiirkiye’de 1980 6ncesi ve sonrasinda, bilimsel bilgi liretimine ait kurumsal
degisiminin temelinde yatan yapisal dinamikler ve bu dinamiklerin yeniden iiretimine ait olan ve
bilimsel bilgi liretimini de iceren toplumsal iliskiler alanindaki doniisiim incelenecektir.

Tarihsel siire¢ icinde kapitalist birikimin gereklilikleri dogrultusunda toplumsal iligki
bicimleri farklilagmaktadir. Bu farklilasma beraberinde bilimsel bilgi iiretimine ait kurumlarin
cehresinde de garpici degisimler yaratmaktadir.

1980’lere kadar birikimin yapisal gereklilikleri dikkate alindiginda, bu yapilarin yeniden
iiretiminde bizzat devlet ve kamu sektorii dnemli bir rol {islenmistir. Ilksel kapitalist birikimin
yasandigi bu dénemde, birikimin yeniden iiretimine ait toplumsal iliski bi¢gimlerinden biri de kamu
iiniversiteleri yoluyla tiretilen bilimsel bilgi biitiinii olmustur.

1980 sonrasinda devletin birikimin yeniden iiretimine yonelik farklilagan rolii ile birlikte,
bilimsel bilgi tliretiminin kamusal-akademik karakteri de ¢oziilmeye baslamistir. Farkli sermaye
gruplarinin dogrudan etkisine agik 6zel iiniversitelerin agilmasi ve iiniversite ile is-diinyasi arasinda
kurulan isbirlikleri bu ¢dziilmenin somut 6rnekleridir.

Bu donemde tarihsel-toplumsal olarak birikimin degisen yapisal dinamikleri kisaca
sunlardir: Kapitalist birikim farkli bir boyuta ulasmus, biiyiik-6lgekli yerli sermaye gruplarinin
gereklilikleri dogrultusunda wuluslar arasilagsmustir.  Belirtilen doénem “kapitalizmin gergek
boyundurugu”nun yasanmaya basladigi donemdir. Bir oOnceki doneme gore gorece biiyliyen
sermaye gruplarinin arasindaki rekabet ve ¢atisma hizlanarak, sermayeler kristalize olmustur. Bu
yogun rekabet ortaminda gelecege doniik olarak risk ve belirsizlik artmistir.

Artan risk ve belirsizlik ortaminda uzun vadeli amaglarini gergeklestirme ¢abasindaki farkl
sermaye gruplari, kisa vadede bu amagclara en uygun somut, bilimsel projeyi se¢me egilimine
girmistir. Bu baglamda bilimsel bilgi iiretimi bir grup “yeni bilgi eliti” tarafindan ti¢ farkh
toplumsal alanda iiretilmeye, pazarlanmaya ve dolayisiyla oldukga pragmatik bir hal almaya
baslamistir. Bu ii¢ alan: devlet kurumlar1 (Hazine Miistesarligi, T.C. Merkez Bankasi, v.b), sermaye
ile dogrudan iliskili arastirma kurumlar1 (TEPAV, EAF, v.b.) ve sivil toplum kuruluglar1 (TESEV,
IKV, TUSEV, v.b.)’dr.

Bilimsel bilgi, sermaye gruplar1 ve “yeni bilgi eliti” araciliiyla artan sekilde alinir satilir bir
meta haline gelmistir. Bu nedenle, rekabet ve pazarlama yeteneklerinin artisiyla uyumlu olarak bu
“yeni bilgi eliti”, piyasalasan bir ortamin (bilimsel bilgi pazari) yeni girisimci kesimi haline
gelmektedir.
